My mom hates
washing all of my clothes, and while my friends complain of customers that they serve at
the local Foodland, | return home covered in dirt, oil, and sweat, and | love every second
of it! I'm eighteen years old now and in September 2014 my entire future changed in the
course of a single day.

| never knew what | wanted to do with my life. | had an interest in cars for as long as |
could remember, and when | took my placement at Bluewater Ford | imagined I'd just be
furthering my knowledge, but when | stepped into the shop, | never wanted to leave. | was
there for about a month when the owners approached me about an apprenticeship with
them as a mechanic. I'm the first female to ever work in their shop, and I'm honoured to
have been given the opportunities | have, and work with the people | have.

The most challenging obstacle I've had is the stigma of women in skilled trades. | grew up
working with my hands. My dad is a contractor; I've been a bricklayer, labourer, done
electrical, plumbing, carpentry and learned lots of other skills I've picked up over the years. | was raised in the trades,
but as a girl and a mechanic, it's difficult sometimes to ignore the comments - people that don't believe | belong in that
trade, or doing ‘man’s work’. | know I’'m good at what | do, and | love my job.

That being said, the good far outweighs the bad. I've been called a role model, and congratulated on my work choice
more times than | can count. People believe that I'm “breaking the stigma”, when in reality, | wake up everyday, and
consider myself lucky I've had the opportunity of turning a passion into a career, no matter what anyone thinks.
